Such festivals ring increasingly hollow
as the years pass since the first Earth Day
in 1970. This latest ritual, including fatuous
speeches formulaically devoid of the word
“sacrifice,” rang especially hollow, given it
was held on the same ground denied to the
poorest people, one day before. A denial not
registered as morally objectionable, as leftists
and environmental thespians continue to
LOOK AWAY.
